What is it for?
The competition for the prestigious Silver Jubilee Prize is in celebration of our 25th year. 

We are inviting all the winners (or the successor owners) of stands or woods which won the Hunter Blair Trophy for silvicultural excellence or the John Kennedy Trophy for multi-purpose woodlands over the last 25 years to enter this exciting once-only competition. 

Who can enter?
Entry is open to the winners, or the successor owners, of stands or woodlands which won the Hunter Blair Trophy or the John Kennedy Trophy between 1985 and 2009 as listed on the SFWA website: www.sfwa.co.uk. 
The current owners of these winning stands / woodlands may enter the same stand (with its original or successor crop) which won the Hunter Blair Trophy for silvicultural excellence or the same woodland which won the John Kennedy Trophy for multi-purpose woodlands.
Prizes
There is £1,500 in cash prizes available. This shall be awarded by way of £500 each for up to two top projects and up to two runner-up prizes of £250 or otherwise at the discretion of the judges.  
In addition the prestigious Hunter Blair and John Kennedy Trophies will be awarded at the discretion of the judges with custody for one year.

The winners and runner-up also receive a wooden display plaque recording their achievement.

Judging criteria

Our judges' task will be to find the 'champion of champions'!
The judges will assess entries against the criteria for the Award originally won:
Hunter Blair Trophy for Silvicultural Excellence

This Award is for a stand or compartment of trees where the exemplary use of silvicultural techniques, practice and management results in high quality timber production.
John Kennedy Trophy for Multi-purpose Woodlands

This Award is for multi-purpose woodlands where a number of different activities are taking place within a woodland or forest. For example these could be timber production, recreation or a visitor centre and/or conservation. The size of the forest or woodlands is not restricted, but must be appropriate to and capable of sustaining the stated objectives.
Award ceremony

The winners will be presented with their prizes on Friday, 25th June 2010 at the Royal Highland Show at Ingliston.

Simply complete a short entry form with basic location and contact details and state in no more than 500 words why you think your entry would make a worthy winner of this prestigious award. 

In particular you should highlight the progress made since the winning of the original award.
